Editing Notes

This supplement to the review includes below suggestions for editing.

Abstract
1. Include a comma after "motor abilities" (Paragraph 1 , line 5). 
2. Consider replacing "development" with "story development" to be more specific (Paragraph 1, line 6). 

Methods
1. Consider separating the listed exclusion criteria with semicolons and roman numerals for easier readability (Paragraph 2).
2. Consider replacing "the neighborhoods" with "the communities included in the study" for clarity. (Paragraph 2, line 6).
3. The last sentence of paragraph 2 is in need of reconstruction.
Procedures
1. In paragraph 4, consider separating the listed 'other variables coded' with semicolons and roman numerals for easier readability.
Background factors
1. Insert a into "It is widely....." (Paragraph 1, sentence 3).
Data analysis
1. Consider revising the listing of background characteristics by rearranging them based on whether they refer to the children or parents in the sample. This would make the lengthy list easier to read and follow (Paragraph 1).
2. The last sentence in paragraph 1 seems incomplete.

Results
1. The first paragraph seems incomplete.
2. Note h below Table 1 should read "....Spanish which led to....".

Public Speaking
1. The last sentence in paragraph 1 is in need of revision.
2. Consider revising the last sentence of paragraph 3 so it reads as ".....ideas and story development, as well as organization.....".


Mental Arithmetic
1. The beginning of paragraph 2 should read "Seven hundred and sixty children".


Discussion
1. Years was omitted from the ending of paragraph 4, sentence 3.
