[bookmark: _GoBack]This manuscript aims to report levels and sex differences in alcohol and tobacco use among Ecuadorian college students. This paper shows strengths, including the sex differences as variable due to the NIH policy. Also, another strength of the study of those variables among Ecuadorians because of the lack of research. However, the manuscript urges to improve some areas to comply to be a high-quality paper to be published. Therefore, my decision is: Reject the submission. 

Here some areas to improve and recommendations:

1-The manuscript needs an English edition (well written, grammatically correct, free of spelling errors).
2- Th paper should be written following the APA 7th edition writing style. 
3- Review the APA style among cites (multiples should be in alphabetic order). Also, recommended reviewing all references.  Most references do not have the complete information (e.g., issue, pages, DOI, o URL). 
4- The abstract does not comply with the APA style (lack of background).
5- Recommend reviewing the keyword (differences) 
6- Authors need to strengthen the research purpose, objectives, questions, and hypothesis because all need to be harmonious and clear.
7- The manuscript needs to include transition sentences between titles (lack of fluency).
8- The methodology section should be the method.
9- It is unclear who conducts the research and the recruitment procedure (e.g., flyers, emails).
10- Tables do not comply with APA 7th edition style.  Please eliminate the bold. 
11- Recommend adding a limitation to the analysis and design. Authors should elaborate recommendations on other designs and analyses.
12- Strongly recommend improving the implication of this study in the psychology field. (Prevention programs- SAMHSA)
13- The manuscript shows a lack of conclusion.
