	General comments

1. I recommend that citations should follow APA 7 format, i.e., when there are three or more authors, the last name of the first author followed by "et al." should be used. This problem should be reviewed in the complete article, since it is repeated in all sections of the article. In addition, care should be taken to eliminate unnecessary commas in citations, for example, "Gomes, et al., 2020" should be replaced by "Gomes et al., 2020".
	All citations have been reviewed and corrected to follow the APA 7 format.

An error not highlighted by the reviewer was found and corrected: the citation "Linhares & Gomes, 2020" was changed to "Gomes & Linhares, 2018", and the corresponding reference has been adjusted.

Additionally, the reference previously indicated as "in press" has now been updated to "Gomes et al., 2020" and we added the citation of "Gomes & Borges, 2009c", which was in the references but was not being cited within the text.

Additionally, we modified the software citations to comply with APA 7, removed "retrieved from," and provided the DOI in the format required by APA 7.

3. The method states that 44 cases were added to the study sample. What was the reason for adding the 44 cases? Do the results persist if the analyses are done without these 44 extra cases?

Was there a reason for using the sample size used? Was a minimum number of participants determined a priori or what was the criterion for deciding the number of participants needed?
	The addition of 44 cases, in reality, did not occur. It was a writing error which we corrected. We appreciate the pointing out.

We did not calculate an a priori sample size. We added a calculation and included it in the participant’s section.

4. In the method section, it is noted that 391 people from private institutions and 229 from public institutions participated, for a total of 620 participants. However, it is noted above that the total sample was 655 students. This discrepancy between the number of participants needs to be resolved.

g) In line 608, the comma after "R package" should be eliminated.
