[bookmark: _GoBack]	Right-Wing Authoritarianism (RWA) and Social Dominance Orientation (SDO) are two constructs which have been shown to explain differences in political orientation as well as opinions concerning how society should be structured. More recently, Moral Foundations Theory (MFT) has demonstrated its ability to also delineate between political and social groups. Oddly, these constructs have rarely been assessed in the same study, and it is not clear whether MFT explains a source of additional variance in political orientation or if it represents an alternative means of capturing ideas and opinions already explained by SDO and RWA. This study examined the relationship between these three constructs as well as their ability to predict political orientation and prejudice against immigrants in a student sample (N = 300). Large correlations were found between SDO, RWA, and MFT. Three separate hierarchical linear regressions were conducted to predict economic political orientation, social political orientation, and hostility towards immigrants. Basic demographics were entered in the first of each analysis, SDO and RWA were entered in the second step of each, and in all three cases, SDO and RWA were significant predictor variables. MFT was entered in the third step of each analysis, which resulted in a significant R2 Change in all cases, demonstrating the ability of MFT to contribute unique variance in explaining political orientation. Based on effect-size MFT was a significant predictor of social political orientation and hostility towards immigrants. These results suggest that all three constructs have a distinct, though somewhat overlapping, relationship with political orientation.
