· OIF/OEF/OND acronyms were changed to the full name of the military operations

	Abstract: 
· Participants description using APA 7th edition
	· Abstract was rewritten to better incorporate APA’s 7th edition format

	Keywords: 
· Include STAIR
	· STAIR was included in the English version of the abstract keywords

	Method: 
· Translation process more explicit
· Adress semantic, contextual and sample equivalence is on the results but not explained in the method
· Add average or standard deviation to age of the participants
· Explain who and how the participants got the PTSD diagnosis
· Add the questions of the qualitative interview in the supplementary materials
	· Wrote about the translation process more explicitly. 
· We address what we used to obtain the results on sample, contextual and semantic equivalence in the method.
· Standard deviation and mean of participants age is contained on Table 3.
· The process of PTSD diagnosis was explained. 
· Participants were explained using APA 7th edition and the rest of the information about the participants was moved to the results section.
· A table was made with the questions of the qualitative interview by topics. 
· Data analysis section was corrected with new statistical analyses.

	Results: 
· Notes made by participants
· Use Wilcoxon with bootstrap and calculate effect size using Pearson r’s.
	· Information on participants’ annotations was included
· Nonparametric tests were performed, and results were included. Friedman’s ANOVA was chosen as it can encompass the 3 data collection points for each group and Wilcoxon is limited to 2 data collection points per analysis. 

	Discussion: 
· Use data on existing STAIR
· Consideration of adaptation process using small samples to address validity of results
	· Other STAIR studies were cited.
· Considerations on working with small samples were included.
