Reviewed submitted article. Corrected grammar mistakes in Spanish and the "deideologization" was missing a syllable throughout the text. It presents an excellent contribution to the journal and the field in depth to the nuances and intertwined intersections of transnational Colombian adoptees. The flow of the text is very helpful in balancing historical and general information with more specific and complicated elements of what is being presented and discussed.  The integration with liberation psychology is done seamlessly in tandem with explicit examples that demonstrate the connection to liberation and ways of navigating systems of oppression that may be invisible under other theoretical perspectives. The article provides a fantastic contribution of expanding the reader's imagery of possibilities of what liberation could look like under these or similar circumstances. 

My recommendation would be to reframe the conclusion. As it is written right now it can be perceived more as an introduction. I would suggest to offer implications of this knowledge for the field, or suggest areas of contradiction with the available literature or current world events. Otherwise, a fantastic read.
