The authors make a timely and original contribution to the literature regarding coloniality in Puerto Rico. They have weaved a context that offers a starting point of deeper understanding of the relationship between the U.S.A. and Puerto Rico. Language and pacing are refreshingly accessible, I believe this will also be a paper that others outside of the field will be able to understand. 
Some suggestions

First sentence of first paragraph in page 5 would benefit from a citation as it is not stated that it is something that the authors contribute in the paper. 

First paragraph of the "Torture El Maestro" section needs citation. 

In the subheadings of Culture Resilience + Resistance and Resilience I would reconsider the use of "resilience" It is on the titles of the subheadings but not defined or integrated into the text. I believe it is not needed to add resilience to to these. Within decolonial literature resilience is questioned for its focus on the individual and lack of connection to the systemic components. Furthermore, by not being defined, it will be the reader who provides a working definition when they the read the paper, which could not work in favor of the overrall theme and invitation of the text. 
I recommend this text for acceptance to be submitted follow review of these aspects.
